The Doctoral Program consists of general subjects,
specialized subjects, and practice and research guidance
with the aim of cultivating research abilities to pioneer
new fields, such as nursing support for individuals,
their families supporting them, and people living in the
community. The aims of the Nursing Research and
Development Course curriculum are the development
of educational support for nurses and the establishment
of nursing provisional systems. For the Global Nursing
Leadership Course curriculum, the objectives are
to develop talent who can take a leadership role in
developing high quality nursing systems and management
for countries, regions, and diverse cultures worldwide.

The results of the students’ research and study are
evaluated comprehensively based on criteria specified in
advance.

General Curriculum
The SRC, the GNC, and the CNSC general education courses are offered to students to acquire a
wide range of knowledge that will serve as the foundation for research methods, ethics, and learning.

Specialized Curriculum

Specialized subjects are provided to students to obtain the ability to perform, either locally or internationally,
in the roles of advanced nursing practitioners, educators, and researchers in their respected fields.

Practice and Research Guidance

For those enrolling in the SRC or GNC, the main focus will be on specialized research, while those
entering the CNSC, issue-based research will be conducted. Practice guidance is provided to identify
specific issues, where students will acquire advanced specialized research methods, and be required
to prepare a master's thesis to develop the ability to logically summarize academic results.

* Certified Nurse Specialist Course (CNSC) is currently unavailable for Global Nursing Course students.

General Curriculum

The purpose of these general education subjects is to link high quality research results based
on the ability to explore the essence of nursing science with high ethical standards and a sense
of responsibility.

Specialized Curriculum

The purpose of these specialized courses is to enable students to conduct practical research on
a wide range of health and nursing issues. Students acquire more advanced research skills, such
as verifying knowledge and technologies in nursing science and establishing new theories and
methodologies. They learn about nursing issues and research approaches related to their own
research themes from a multidisciplinary perspective and cultivate an academic foundation. Based
on the fields of the master’s program (MS), 13 subjects will be established with the aim of instilling
advanced specialized knowledge and academic perspectives on nursing support development,
management systems, and educational support for individuals, the families who support them, and
people living in the community.

Practice and Research Guidance

Nursing Practice and Nursing Special Research have been established with the aim of
acquiring research abilities that will sharpen and deepen the research necessary for instructors,
researchers, and managers who are capable of conducting educational and research activities
at nursing universities and health organizations in Japan and overseas.

Nursing Administration

The role of nursing administration is to organize a system to provide quality nursing practice by
allocating limited human and material resources to useful nursing work to maintain and improve
people's health and quality of life. With social security resources becoming scarce in our country, the
importance of developing a system where nurses can provide their nursing abilities is increasing.
Therefore, in nursing administration studies, it is necessary to address various perspectives such as
quality of nursing, the process of nursing care, development of human resource, business management,
economics and policies. In this area, we will work on research subjects such as the evaluation of the
economic effect that improving the quality of nursing will have, the development of a fall prevention
system using Al, the climate and action of medical organizations as well as the effect the nursing
delivery system has on the quality of nursing. Moreover, we conduct researches with researchers in
medical economics, public health studies, and artificial system science as well as interdisciplinary and
international collaborative research with researchers in the United States and the UK.

Clinical Pathophysiology (Urayasu )

The Clinical Pathophysiology (Urayasu) consists of four research fields. In the fields of
respiratory and rehabilitation, with the aim of improving access to self-management education
and rehabilitation, we are creating innovative mHealth and Al tools that can educate patients
interactively and developing tele-rehabilitation and tele-biological analysis system. We are also
involved in editing and planning the Japanese white papers on home respiratory care, the clinical
guide for self-management support, and the statement on pulmonary rehabilitation as activities
of academic respiratory societies. In the field of dermatology and allergology, we conduct
experimental researches on elucidating physiological skin functions and on the pathogenesis
of chronic skin diseases such as atopic dermatitis. We aim to generate evidences that will
contribute to improve the quality of patient care. In the field of human pathology, we are studying
about Helicobacter pylori-related diseases, and also working on the relationship between the
constipation and aging. The Clinical Pathophysiology aims to create evidences that leads to
health promotion through these researches.

Community Nursing

Community nursing is a practical science striving to help develop advanced-level
specialist nursing support and deliver QOL improvements in relation to both explicit
and implicit health issues and needs facing individuals, families and groups at all levels
of health. At the Graduate School in particular, this field focuses on health promotion
in analyzing the psychosocial factors to health, with a view to developing new health
services and systems that weigh public policies and social environment factors. This
course involves joint research with experts from other fields and disciplines, looking
at health promotion and the prevention of lifestyle-related diseases in the community
across a broad range of fields, encompassing municipalities, private enterprises and
hospitals. We are also increasingly focused on the development of active deep learning
concerning the training of public health nurses and human resources development.
This course also offers opportunities for exchanges with overseas researchers, perfect
for students interested in pursuing research on a global level.

Mental Health Nursing

In the Master's program, we will look at interdisciplinary theories, and learn advanced
assistance techniques with a view to improving people’s mental health. Curriculum for
the Certified Nurse Specialist Training Course focuses on liaison psychiatric mental
health nursing as a subspecialty. Studies focus on improving students’ scientific and
logical thinking in an aim to establish the fundamental research capabilities required
for further study. In the Doctoral program, we narrow down topics for study from a
broad range of current mental health issues, compiling meticulously planned research
in the pursuit of new knowledge, and developing new nursing support techniques and
models. Students manage their own research activities, with the Graduate School
providing the support needed to grow their abilities as researchers.

Infection Control Nursing

This field investigates nursing practices that have a scientific basis for the prevention and control of
infectious diseases in a multi-faceted and comprehensive manner that straddles academic disciplines. To
achieve this, students engage in lectures and practical experiments to learn about the characteristics of
pathogenic microbes and how infection immunity works. The CNS course strives to foster nurses specializing
in infectious diseases, providing practical nursing experience tackling complex issues that are difficult to
resolve facing immunocompromised persons and persons dealing with infectious diseases, developing
in students an understanding for the series of processes involved in diagnosing and treating infectious
diseases, while also implementing collaborative, coordinated, practical educational activities with related
fields looking at the early detection and treatment of infectious diseases. Further, we will pursue further
research from a place of clinical practice looking into the means of resolving a broad range of physical,
mental, familial and social issues, and issues with quarantined treatment environments, from the perspective
of preventing the occurrence and spread of infectious diseases. This course aims to develop in students the
research capabilities to formulate clear strategies, and provide practical guidance, for the prevention and
control, etc. of infectious diseases considering a broad range of hospital/facility and community settings, etc.

Home Nursing

The field of home nursing is a new educational research field which branched off from
public health nursing. While unraveling the history of home care nursing reveals its common
origins with public health, the ability to learn home care nursing in an independent setting
is this field’s greatest benefit. Home care nursing not only provides nursing to people
with diseases and disabilities in a home setting, it also looks at the need for assistance in
Japan’s aging society, and also encompasses the cultural factors and thinking answering
the reasons why people feel comfort when returning home, and why there is a general
desire for people to pass away at home. Since the introduction of specialist training for
home care nurses in 2017, students and instructors have exerted themselves to cultivate
the advanced practical nursing skills required to aid transitions to home care nursing and to
perform home care management. Why not pursue a career in home nursing with us?

Women's Health Nursing

While women face a range of different life experiences compared to that of men, a vast amount of
research and health care concerning conventional health issues has been approached as though
the experiences facing women are no different from that of men. Women'’s health is a concept
that takes a comprehensive look at women’s health issues from a biological, psychosocial, political
and economic perspective, and this perspective on gender is developed as a matter of extreme
importance. Women’s health nursing strives to maximize the potential for meeting the ideal level
of wellness in women’s health, not only in terms of sexual and reproductive health, but in terms of
the treatment and prevention of diseases, as well as a wide range of other health related issues.
In the master's program, Nursing Special Research Course focuses on acquiring basic research
ability to carry out in the field of women's health nursing. In the Maternity Nursing CNS (sub-specialty
is the lifelong health of women) course, we are supporting the acquisition of advanced nursing
practice abilities in the lifelong health of women. In the Doctoral program, we support the creation
of evidence that contributes to the development of women's health nursing.
