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[Purpose]

Against the background of the importance of sports volunteer development plans being pointed out, this study
targeted university students who are currently engaged in sports volunteer activities. The purpose is to clarify
the image of volunteers formed through experiences through volunteer activities and the process of continuous
motivation formation through qualitative analysis.

[Methods]

A semi-structured interview investigation was conducted with 6 university students who are engaged in
sports volunteers as research subjects. The purpose is to clarify the process leading to volunteer image and
continuous willingness to participate by applying Grounded Theory Approach to attaching relationships
between each category and deriving category groups.

[Results]

The transformation of the image of sports volunteers through the experience of sports volunteers and the

non

process from triggers to continuous motivation are discussed in terms of "relationship with schools", "various
motivations", "feelings of the unknown", "integrating into on-site","responsive sensations", "positive
transformations", and "high continuous motivation", then generated conceptual diagrams and transcribed

texts of storylines constructed from six category groups derived through GTA.

[Conclusion]

Voluntary motivation rather than compulsion is necessary as a factor in forming the volunteer image and
continuous motivation of university students who continuously participate in sports volunteers, and positive
involvement in activities other than work during activities. It was found that it is also important to secure
opportunities to .Finally, how to satisfy college students who seek a sense of reward and fulfillment is one of
the important issues for the development of sports volunteers.
