In recent years, the promotion of social participation of people with disabilities has become an
important social issue in China. However, various factors influence the ability of disabled people to
actively participate in sports volunteer activities and to sustain their activities. Therefore, the
purpose of this research was to identify various factors that influence volunteer participants in
sports for persons with disabilities to sustain their activities

[Methods]

A questionnaire survey was administered to the Shanghai branch volunteer group of The Dark Runners,
a marathon group for the visually impaired in China, using the Chinese questionnaire form
“Qomakusei”. The survey items consisted of “personal attributes,” “motivation for volunteer
” “benefits gained from volunteer activities,” “satisfaction with volunteer activities,”
and “willingness to continue volunteer activities

activities,

[Results]

In all, 323 volunteers were surveyed. In order to consider factors that influence the willingness of disabled
sports volunteers to continue their volunteer activities, we developed hypotheses with reference to previous
studies, constructed a hypothetical model for analysis, and conducted an analysis using structural equation
modeling to validate the hypotheses.The results indicate that the motivations of volunteers play a significant
role in sustaining participation. This motivation influences the willingness to continue in sports volunteer
activities through satisfaction, but the benefits derived from volunteering were found to have no effect on the
willingness to continue in sports volunteer activities.

[Conclusion]

The findings of this research highlight the importance of motivation in volunteer activities. Volunteer
motivation is a factor in the participation of disabled sports volunteers. These motivations encourage
volunteers to continue to participate. This study suggests that volunteers are more likely to be motivated by
motivation and satisfaction than by the benefits gained. To promote continued volunteer participation, it is
important to focus on motivation and build programs that increase the benefits and satisfaction gained from
their volunteer activities.
