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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to serve as an aid goalkeeper coaching in the future by analyzing play
tendencies of goalkeepers, who have been for active in the world and Japan, and by analyzing question-
naires about the present situation of goalkeeper coaching in Japan.

The analysis was carried out on 4 players who advanced to semifinal games in the 1998 FIFA world-
cup soccer game in France and 4 players who have been on the Japan national team; 8 in total.

The analysis of games was carried out on 31 games from the 1998 FIFA world-cup soccer games in
France, 22 games from the Japan professional league first division in 1999, and 3 games from the na-
tional games of Japan; 56 games in total.

We researched the appearance frequency and rate, classifying then into 5 items; 1. goalkicks 2. foot
passes 3. pantkicks 4. throws 5. clears of all plays of goalkeepers.

The research of questionnaires carried out on 138 soccer club coaches. Research was carried out over
3 months, from July to September in 2000.

The following are the results of this study.

1. The appearance rate of each play scene of the goalkeeper, in order of frequency, was goalkicks,
foot passes, throws, clears, pantkicks

2. Throws and pantkicks frequency decreased and foot passes increased as compared with 1994
world-cup soccer games in USA. From this result, it was suggested that goalkeepers should change
sides frequently for build-up of the offence and work for sweeper for defend of behind the defender.

3. VAN DER SAR was a superior player, in regard to appearance frequency and success frequen-
cy of foot passes compared with other goalkeepers.

4. According to the research from questionnaires or goalkeeper coaching, contents of coaching
differed depending on whether the goalkeeper-coaches are or not.

From these results, in the coaching of goalkeepers in the future, it is suggested that coaches give
training in the ball skill using the feet. It is also suggested that the education and development of
goalkeeper-coaches are important.
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
